We have already had our first preliminary organizing
meeting. Because of the current weak economic
conditions in the US and Chico, we need full vigorous
support and participation from all of our members
to make this year’s dinner a success. | am asking all
of our members to give their full support to making
this year’s dinner a success. What can we do?

It would be great if each member bought at least
one ticket to the dinner whether or not you can
actually attend. The price for an adult ticket is the
same as last year - $14.00. It would be stupendous if
each member could sell at least five tickets.

This year, if someone buys 10 adult tickets (5140.00)
all at the same time, and pays with one check for all
10 tickets, he/she will get an additional ticket free.
If someone buys 20 adult tickets all at the same
time, and pays with one check, we will only charge
them $250.00 for all 20 adult tickets. You must be
sure and keep track of the ticket numbers printed
on each ticket (11 tickets or 20 tickets) and submit
those numbers when submitting the payment for
the same. This discount program will only be valid
for tickets sold before Saturday, March 26, 2011.
