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PROCEDURE FOR REQUESTING DONATIONS
FROM CHICO SOI

We do have a procedure for requesting donations from the
Chico SOI Lodge. Any member or any other person or entity
may request a donation from the Chico SOI Lodge.
However, in order for the request to be recognized
and acted upon by the officers and then the general
members, all requests (those made by members or
the public) must meet certain requirements.

1. All requests must be in writing;

2, The request must include the name and
address of the organization seeking
the donation;

3. The amount of the request and the purpose
or use to which any funds donated
by the Chico SOI Lodge will used; and

4. Whether or not the organization seeking the
request is a 501(c)3 tax exempt
organization.

We have a sample Donation Application form. Any request
for donations from the Chico SOI Lodge which is not in
writing and does not include the above information will not
be acted upon and will be returned to the requesting party.

Upon receipt of a proper request, the request will first be
reviewed by our Donation Advisory Committee, and then
presented to the Officers, along with the Donation Advisory
Committee’s recommendation for approval or rejection, for
tentative approval or rejection by the officers. If tentatively
approved by the officers, information concerning the request
will be published in the Bellini Notes and then the request
will be presented at the next meeting following the
publication of the request in the Bellini Notes for approval or
rejection by the general membership. Note: It will take a
minimum of at least 30 days to get final approval,
and probably 45 to 60 days in most circumstances.
